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[bookmark: _Annex_4:_Pictures][bookmark: _Toc89269387]ANNEX 4: FRAMING THE FINDINGS: COMMUNITY AND NGO PROFILES  

1. Community Profiles 

The community and NGO profiles offer a contextual framing for the evaluation findings. They relay the ‘who’ and ‘where’ of Safe Cities interventions.  Having a visual (see photos) historical and descriptive understanding of intervention communities enables a nuanced engagement with the challenges and achievements of interventions and helps to frame the participants’ views on safety and security within the local setting. These profiles were compiled from project documents, desk research, field visits and qualitative interviews/focus groups.  
The selection of the intervention sites was based on the baseline study. The four main criteria were: 
1. The site area comprises three adjacent sectors representing different socio-economic status scale gradients. 
1. The site area includes a common area of economic and social activity. 
1. The site area doesn’t include area of extreme poverty. 
1. The site area is not included in the planned demolition and/or move as per Cairo 2050 plan.32  
Accordingly, the three selected areas for intervention were Imbaba, Mansheyyet Nasser, and Ezbet El Haggannah. Specific intervention sites within each area were identified through UN-Habitat’s safety audit of each neighborhood. The available information describing each of the intervention sites was scarce, hence the compiled profiles relied mainly on Safe Cities Urban Development Component preliminary and final reports33 and on Tadamun’s Cairo neighborhood profiles. The available information was not standardized across the three sites. Researchers also conducted fieldwork in the 3 intervention areas to update and enrich available secondary data on each site. 
 
1. Imbaba:  
An area of 8.28 km2 with a population of around two million persons. It is divided in two administrative sections containing 18 zones, 11 in the first division and 7 in the second. Imbaba is acknowledged as a middle and lower-middle-income area (not poor) that mainly consisting of narrow alleyways that may measure a meter in width in some parts. This proximity between opposite buildings violates the privacy of homes.34 Future Eve (Hawa’ el Mostaqbil, in Arabic) the main implementing NGO for Safe Cities in Imbaba cites this proximity and density as one of the main reasons for the tensions and frustrations of citizens in the area. The neighborhood’s varied housing configurations reflect the diversity of its inhabitants themselves in terms of origin, social and educational and economic profiles. The area is well endowed with sound basic infrastructure. But most of these utilities are in poor condition as there is no proper maintenance of roads, street lighting, and other public utilities as confirmed by a study conducted by the local NGO.  
 
The site selected for SC intervention was the governmental Housing Blocks including Tag Al‐Diwal Housing Blocks, Tag Al‐Diwal Inner St., and Mugahid Nada St. The specific site was described in the UN-Habitat’s Safety Audit report: “…. the outer unsafe areas, where the crime rates are much higher, especially drug dealing and sexual harassment, and the sense of ownership of the public spaces is in its minimum level”. The selected zone has a physical public space amenable to upgrade which was an important factor that contributed to choosing the area.  
Interviewed residents talked of improvements in the area in in terms of infrastructure, aesthetics, and safety which have taken place over the past decade. Pavements have been restored in parts of the area, solid waste disposal has been regular and open dumpsters are periodically cleared. Several buildings have been renovated, in addition to the establishment of the women friendly space: one of the main urban upgraded contributions of Safe Cities in Imbaba.  The area is now safer thanks to the instalment of streetlights and cameras. Police are visible and stationed in areas that had historically been dangerous for women such as the space outside the Bahethat El-Badeya girls’ school. The improvements in utilities, services and in policing are not linked to safe Cities work but may have been a result of interest and raised awareness of local elites and civil society. 
 
These changes effected significant reduction in street harassment and enabled women and girls to feel safe enough to move around both inside Imbaba and to commute to other parts of Cairo including at nighttime. However, problems of drug dealing, and youth unemployment persist and were reported by the residents as considerable burdens that put residents at risk. 
 
1. Mansheyyet Nasser:  
A densely populated urban area (7.93 km2 in area with 1.25 million inhabitants) that is located on Al-Muqattam hill and has been at risk of landslides. It is a far from homogenous neighborhood that is divided into 8 Sheyakhas (administrative zones). The starkest division in the area is between the garbage collectors’ area (surrounding Fr. Semaan’s Monastery; a historical cave church landmark that is both a tourist attraction and a place for religious pilgrimage) and Ezbet Bekhit, a tribal Muslim community whose members derive from several Upper Egyptian tribes and families. 
 
The Garbage collectors’ side of the area is mostly Coptic with some Muslim “Wahiya” families still residing there. This area is well served by charities and associations working with the garbage collectors. The area has over 102 development associations and foundations catering to the needs of local families and working with garbage collectors to improve their economic situation and protecting their industry and right to work. There are far fewer organizations active in Ezbet Bekhit. Both the garbage collector’s area and Ezbet Bekhit are home to workers in informal industries and both are production hubs for artisanal craft and activities yet both different in nature35. The dichotomy of the two sites illustrates the overall nature of Mansheyyet Nasser as an internally divided and mostly informal lower income neighborhood with limited access to functioning infrastructure and utilities.36 
 
Mobility is very difficult due to the narrowness of the streets. The local community have reported restricted ability for women and girls at nighttime due to safety concerns. There is also an ongoing threat of demolition and/or relocation by the government. Several demolitions have already taken place (contradicting the 4th site selection criterion). 
 
The intervention site was the governmental housing blocks surrounded by El-Herafeyeen Housing, Suzanne Mubarak Housing, and Al‐Gabal. The specific site was described in the UN-Habitat’s Safety Audit report: “The connections between El‐Duwaika area; the highest area in Mansheyyet Nasser and the public blocks of El-Herafeyeen; are the most unlit and dangerous areas in Mansheyyet Nasser, as recognized by the participants. The linkages between the area and the adjacent Suzan Mubarak public housing project are considered the most unsafe, dark and deserted areas, where most of violence and crimes take place, even for males.” Responses from the community have indicated that no significant changes happened over the past 10 years other than the relocation of the Dwei’a residents after the landslide that killed many and destroyed homes. The proliferation of drugs in the area and the widespread use of substances by youth were reported as a major threat to security and to women’s safe mobility. Drug use and drug dealing has significantly increased in the last 10 years according to residents.  
 
1. Ezbet El Haggannah37 
In the first half of 20th century, this was a desert area used to house the army’s camel corps. The Corpsmen of the camel reserve largely descended from Upper Egypt and Sudan; they were eventually allowed to build settlements for themselves in the area which explains the name Ezbet El Haggannah. Many decades later, during the building boom of the late 1970s and the urban expansion that became Nasr City (and which borders Ezbet El Haggannah,) the area catered to the housing needs of construction workers. The area remained a magnet for workers as it offers cheap housing close to the vibrant markets of Cairo.38  In the 1980’s and later it also became a site popular amongst Sudanese refugees looking for affordable rentals that are near their places of work. Al-Shehab NGO, one of the area’s prominent development organizations, estimated that here were around 4,500 Sudanese families living in Haggannah as of 200939. Ezbet El Haggannah is a sub-district of East Nasr City district. It is 3 km2 in area and is home to a population of around one million. 
 
Local NGOs identified two sub-areas as being the most precarious and infrastructurally impoverished: El-Daght El-’aaly (The High Voltage Area) and El-Ghagar (The ‘Gypsy’ area). El-Daght El-’aaly is in essence an uninhabitable zone, where high voltage electrical wires run through the area. Over the years, many people have been electrocuted and houses burned down because of their exposure to these wires, more so during rain. Recently the area has been demolished. El-Ghagar is a socially excluded part of Ezbet El Haggannah as its residents are perceived to be descendants of Egypt’s dwindling Gypsy population40. This perception exposes inhabitants of El-Ghagar to forms of social exclusion and marginality. The area has few schools (three schools but no high schools) and has degraded infrastructure but good transport links thanks to the Arba’a we Noss (four and a half) bridge that easily connects the area to Cairo.  
The specific intervention site was the school Zone: Salah Eldin school surrounded by Al-Madaris St., Khulafa’ Al-Rashidin St., and a vacant military land. The site is described by the UN-Habitat’s Safety Audit report as: “… the most dangerous area with the highest crime rates and violence incidents due to its own physical structure that encourage crimes, with many deserted and dark areas, in addition to other physical settings… The community members also recognized the schools’ area, surrounded by the same military land, as a dangerous area, where they have to accompany their children while going and returning from their schools even in the daylight.” 
 
Several changes took place over the last decade as reported by some of the local community including the installation of streetlights and cameras in main streets and at the main bus stop. The bus stop was moved out of El Haggannah and relocated to its entrance under the bridge that is considered more controlled and induced feelings of safety among the community, in addition to the presence of a police force at the stop. Such changes have reduced street harassment for local inhabitants, yet outsiders might still face it. A police station was established in El Haggannah and started operation in January 2021. The station was built in the empty military-owned land close to the intervention site, next to Salah El-din school.  Many reported that mobility has increased for women and girls because of police presence and street lighting. Safety for women is compromised however by the prevalence of drugs distributed in el-Daght el-Aly.  
 
The areas selected for interventions are small parts of bigger areas and ones that were chosen because their women and girls are more vulnerable. However, the boundaries of these spaces within communities are fictitious and the borders are subjective. 

NGO profiles

The NGOs were selected by CARE Egypt. They are dissimilar in many ways. Eve of the Future is a well-established community development NGO run according to the norms of social work. El-Shehab is a younger organization that has a recognized body of work in contentious areas such as sex work and HIV AIDS. The Youth Association for Women Support and Environment Improvement is even younger as it was initially created to undertake Safe Cities work. The organizations have different approaches, legacies, modes of work and levels of community presence. NGOs were selected based on a process, but available documents did not avail evaluation team to clear criteria for NGO selection. However, two of the NGOs selected are renowned for their work and are well known as community-based service providers.

The Evaluation team was comprised of independent experts in their respective fields with no conflicts of interest that would impair their activities or findings. The team complied with ethical codes of social research and committed to highest possible standards of subject protection. The team for example ensured that sensitive information could not be traced to its source so that the relevant individuals are protected from reprisals. To guarantee comprehensive ethical compliance the evaluation was subject to multiple levels of oversight listed as follows: 

1. National Oversight: The field and survey activities took place under the auspices and oversight of CAPMAS. The National Council for Women was also fully informed and engaged with the research.
1. UN Women Oversight: UN Women procedures were followed. This included presentation of an inception report with all intended research steps and all proposed research tools presented for approval. Evaluation quality assurance was maintained following UN Women GERAAS quality assurance matrix and United Nations Evaluation Group (UNEG) standards and was available for review by two committees composed by UN Women so as to provide third party guidance and oversight and ensure that the research is in line with ethical and best practices. The UN Women Regional Evaluation Specialist (RES) advised on how to improve all research tools and plans. Reference to relevant UNEG and UN Women ethical norms standards and WHO ethical guidance- was made throughout all research and analysis steps.   
1. AUC Oversight: The research was conducted by an academic research center that is subject to the stringent ethical standards of the University. The American University in Cairo mandates an Internal Review Board (IRB) procedure for ALL research undertaken by a member of the university body. The IRB is an anonymized peer review process that follows the standards and guidelines of academic ethical guidelines. All research activities were conducted after IRB approval of all research tools and activities.

1. Project Ethical Provisions: 

14. Informed consent was obtained for all data collection activities. 
14. All researchers and enumerators received ethical training from PIs
14. All interviews and households were provided with contact information of a designated third party in case they have questions or complaints
14. All data is kept on a password protected drive and only SRC research team members have access to field data
14. All data is anonymized and files that identify data files to names are password protected and accessible only to PI’s
14. All data files will be destroyed after 3 years of evaluation completion. 
14. All data files are stored on a Google drive and no copies are kept on any devices or sent over email for purposes of security and confidentiality of data
14. Data analysis complies with a “do no harm” principle and ensures that all quotes and opinions are protected and anonymous unless interviewees have explicitly given their permission to be quoted.
14. In including individuals or groups in the evaluation, evaluators ensured: 
8. Right to Self-Determination. Prospective participants were treated as autonomous agents and given the time and information to decide whether they wish to participate or not and to be able to make an independent decision without any pressure or fear of penalty for not participating. 
8. Fair Representation was assured as participants have been fairly selected in relation to the aims of the evaluation, not simply because of their availability, or because it was relatively easy to secure their participation. Care was taken to ensure that relatively powerless, “hidden”, or otherwise excluded groups were represented.
